Enrolment Eligibility ..

Children who turn four before the 3oth June are eligible to begin Preschool at the start of the
school year. Children who turn four after the 3oth June are eligible to begin Preschool on the
day of their birthday. Preschool is subsidised under the Universal Access National Partnership,
delivering 30 hours a fortnight to Australian residents and certain VISA holders.

Proof of date of birth, immunisation history and residential address are required on enrolment.
Each family and child will need to attend an orientation day prior to commencement. Prior to
commencement at the service, an educator will arrange a family orientation.

~ Special Needs and Allergies

If your child has any of the following, please be sure to correctly complete the enrolment form
sections;

e Developmental delay - this may be a diagnosed delay, imputed delay or a concern of the

family.

Medical Condition - this may be ADHD, autism, a skin condition or other medically

diagnosed condition.

Allergy - this may be unmedicated, medicated or anaphylactic.

Intolerance - this may be diagnosed by a medical practitioner or under investigation.

Dietary preference - this may be religious, cultural or a food aversion.

Any other concern you think might be important to know.

Your child will not be able to start until a management plan is developed, signed and actioned.
If your child has asthma or anaphylaxis, we ask that you provide an asthma or anaphylaxis
management plan, written by your GP. Please also provide in date medication with a pharmacist
label and any other information relevant.




Delivery and Collection .,

All children must be dropped off and collected on time by an authorised person over 18 years
old, unless this person is a parent/ guardian of the child.

The authorised people to pick your child up must be listed on the “Authority to Collect” form as
per the enrolment package. This form can be adjusted at any time. Children will not be released
to siblings under the age of 18. Should an emergency arise and someone else needs to collect
your child, please phone the Preschool on (08) 8927 9823 to provide verbal authority. A sign in
sheet is located in the foyer. Please sign your child in and out every day. This form is especially
important as it notifies us of who will be collecting your child.

“ Absence and Illness

If your child is unwell, we ask that you please keep them home until they are well. This will give
your child time to rest and also prevent the spread of illness and infection.

If your child will be absent, please phone on (08) 89279823 or email the school
nakara.primary@education.nt.gov.au. It is important to remember to phone or email, so we can
correctly mark the attendance roll in Preschool. In the event that your child becomes unwell at

Preschool, parents and guardians will be contacted as soon as practical. Emergency contacts
may be used if parents and guardians cannot be reached.
